(makes an 8in/20cm square cake)

40z/100g SR flour Pinch of salt

2 teaspoons ground ginger 4 teaspoon ground nutmeg

% teaspoon mixed spice 30z/75g medium oatmeal
60z/175¢g dark syrup (40z/100g golden syrup and 20z/50g black treacle)

40z/100g butter 40z/100g soft brown sugar
1 egg beaten 2 dessertspoons milk
Method

Preheat oven to 140°C/275°F/gas mark 1. Sift together the flour, salt,
ginger, nutmeg and mixed spice i mix in the oatmeal. In a pan melt
together the dark syrup, butter and sugar. Do not allow to simmer or
boil.  Stir the syrup mix into the dry mix and blend together. Add milk
and egg to create a soft, almost pouring, consistency.

Pour mixture into tin and bake in oven for 1% hours.
When cooked leave to stand in tin for 30 minutes then turn out.

NB This parkin can be eaten straight away or can be left for around two
weeks when it will take on a new texture and become sticky
