Working for Local Wildlife

Yorkshire Wildlife Trust has had a busy year at Stoneycliffe Wood nature
reserve, spending over £60,000 on a programme of works to safeguard
the resident wildlife and to improve access to this beauty spot for local
people.

Firstly 500 metres of metal estate fencing were installed last spring, to prevent
motorbikes and horses from entering the woods and trampling the wildflowers
that grow in the woodland. Six stiles have been replaced with new kissing gates
at the reserve entrances, making it easier for walkers to enjoy the woodland.
The network of woodland footpaths has also been improved, with the building of
a new bridge and boardwalk, drainage work on boggy stretches of footpath and
the resurfacing of 700 metres of paths.

Unfortunately mountain bikers riding in the woods continue to cause significant
damage to the reserve, disturbing ground-nesting birds, damaging footpaths,
crushing bluebell beds, and causing soil erosion, threatening some of the
incredible 364 species of fungi that grow on the reserve. For these reasons,
readers are reminded that cycling is not permitted in the woods. However,
cyclists are well provided for in the local area, with bridleways running down the

vall ey side from Stocksmoor Rd (adj 4

along the valley bottom from Danes Lane into Coxley.

With the help of a team of keen local volunteers the Trust has run a series of
practical workdays ower the autumn and winter, undertaking work at both
Stoneycliffe Wood and the nearby nature reserve at Stocksmoor Common.
Fencing has been installed at Stocksmoor Common to protect the population of
great crested newts (a protected species) that lives there, while scrub has been
cut back from wetland areas and derelict fencing removed. At Stoneycliffe
Wood wlunteers have helped with the selective felling of dead and diseased
trees, and with removal of non-native sycamore trees to encourage the
regeneration of native trees and wildflowers. Felled timber is stacked in piles
which provide valuable habitat for insects, small mammals and fungi 7 there
have been several recent incidents of people removing logs from the reserve,
which the Trust would like to discourage.
