The Great ñCoxleyò Crested Newts ! 
 
One of Sitlingtonôs lesser known residents is the great crested newt. Denby 
Grange colliery ponds (now near Earnshawôs Fencing Centre) are home to 

the best colony of the protected amphibian in West Yorkshire. The area was 
given European protection in 2005 as a Special Area of Conservation (SAC) 
and a large new pond was recently created to help support the population.  

The largest native British newt is between 5 and 6 inches long, but can be 
difficult to spot, often hiding under logs, (March is a better time to see them).  
Its friends in the ponds include; the palmate newt, frogs and toads. We 

wonder if they read the ñCoxley Newtsò 
 
This is a male great crested newt,  

as it has a crest. Juveniles and females  
do not have crests.  The most distinctive  
identifying feature is the fine white  

mottlingalong the flanks on a black  
background.  The common or smooth  
newt also has a large crest but is much  

smaller 6 to 8 cm when adult.  The great  
crested newt can be up to about 16 cm  
when adult, but  there is some size overlap with smooth newts.  The smooth 

newt male has a continuous crest from the neck to the end of his tail.   The 
great crested newt has a notch in his crest at the point where the tail starts, 
which can be seen in the picture.  Both have orange on their bellies. 

  
They will tend to range up to a maximum of 500m from their breeding pond.  
Generally they stay within 250m of the pond.  They hibernate over winter 
under logs and rocks away from the water, so watch out for them if you are 

doing woodland work or drystone walling. A great crested newt can live for up 
to 27 years.
