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NEWS FROM TRINITY METHODIST CHURCH, NETHERTON
DEVELOPMENT SCHEME

Major steps have been taken towards the realization of the Development
Scheme in the last few weeks. Methodist Property Office has approved the
technical aspects of the scheme and this has enabled the church to look more
closely at how the scheme is to be progressed and financed.

A major feature of the proposals is the demolition of the church building. Parts
of the outside walls will be left, within which a garden area with soft and hard
landscaping is to be created. This will provide a place for rest, contemplation,
memorials and outside worship for all. Occupying a central location within the
village, it will also provide a meeting place for both the church and the village
community. The church building is no longer in use and it is hoped, subject to
further approvals, to carry out this element of the scheme within the next 12
months.

The other parts of the scheme involve changes to the church hall building i
construction of a new entrance, enlargement of the kitchen and dining areas,
disabled toilets and further improvements to the main hall i so creating a multi-
functional building suitable for worship but attractive for community use. These
will follow in the next 2 or 3 years.

The church is looking forward to the challenge which the scheme presents and
will be looking for support from the village community as the proposals unfold.
