DIABETES are You at risk? 
Hello  
Here at www.diabeticshop.co.uk We are trying to raise awareness of diabetes 

in the UK.  
Statistics show that diabetes in the UK is increasing and many people donôt 
even know they are affected, a large amount of the UK population now knows 

somebody who suffers from Diabetes. 
 
Some symptoms are:-  

1. Tiredness.  
2. Being thirstier than usual.  
3. Needing to pass water more often.  

 
If this sounds like you, it may be worth having a check-up at your local 
Doctorôs (GP's) surgery, or some pharmacists offer free blood testing for 

diabetes, if diagnosed early enough your doctor can treat and control this 
condition, left untreated; this can develop into being a type 1 insulin 
dependant diabetic.  

 
This would involve having to take insulin to lower blood sugar levels, However 
if sugar levels drop too low, you could suffer the risk of having a hypo 

(hypoglycaemia).  
 
Some symptoms are:-  

1. Drowsiness.  
2. Disorientation.  
3. feeling faint.  

 
In this case the person needs to have something to eat or drink to raise their 
sugar levels, if left untreated the person can collapse and possibly fall into a 

coma.
